2.	A closed meeting investigation request is made pursuant to s. 239.1 of the Municipal Act, 2001:

239.1 A person may request that an investigation of whether a municipality or local board has complied with section 239 or a procedure by-law under subsection 238 (2) in respect of a meeting or part of a meeting that was closed to the public be undertaken,
(a) 	by an investigator referred to in subsection 239.2 (1); or
(b) 	by the Ombudsman appointed under the Ombudsman Act, if the municipality has not appointed  an investigator referred to in subsection 239.2 (1).  


3.	The jurisdiction of the closed meeting investigator only extends to a determination of whether a municipality or local board has complied with s. 239 of the Municipal Act, 2001 and/or of the applicable procedure by-law.  Accordingly, a request must set out provisions of s. 239 of the Municipal Act, 2001 and/or of the applicable procedure by-law that are alleged to have not been complied with. 


4.	A request must identify the body holding the meeting (i.e., council, local board or committee) and the date(s) of the meeting(s). 


5.	The closed meeting investigator has no power or authority to review or overturn a decision made or vote taken, order the release or disclosure of documents and information, impose or recommend penalties or direct that certain actions be undertaken. 
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
